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Day 1. Wed 1 Apr: Brisbane - South Grafton - Bellingen Valley M/Tea, Lunch & Dinner

This museum showcases the district’s past which is a collection of district and personal histories, artefacts and
photographs. We then begin our journey via Waterfall Way to Bellingen Village, where we have time to take in some
of the unique specialty shops and purchase any wares that take our fancy. Our final attraction for the day is the award
winning Raleigh Winery where we embrace our inner connoisseur and sample their unique boutique wines. We then
travel back to our accommodation and enjoy dinner and conversation after a wonderful day of touring.

Day 3. Fri 3 Apr: Bellingen - Taylors Arm - Bellingen Breakfast, Lunch & Dinner

With another cooked breakfast to start the morning, we commence our days activities with a visit to the town of
Urunga and stop in at the Honey Place for an informative insight into the mysterious world of the Honey Bee.

Welcoming all with an amazing selection
of sweet treats, Carobana will have your mouth watering. We continue North on our homeward leg, visiting the town
of Maclean and enjoying lunch and some time for reflection at the Maclean Services Club. After one last meal and

Brisbane.
